During the last 2 plus years, the total number of individuals and
Institutions registered with the DEA to research marijuana,
extracts, derivatives and THC has more than doubled, from 161 ir
April 2014 to 354 at present.

DEA and NIDA have increased the amount of marijuana available
for research. NIDA is filling requests for research of marijuana in
an average of 25 days.

DEA will be approving additional growers of marijuana to supply
research, details will be published in the Federal Register.

ADULT USE OF MARIJUANA ACT

(AUMA)0 POINTS TO CONSIDER

The AUMA provisions legalizing personal use and cultivation of
nonmedical marijuana took effect November2916.

A person 21 years of age or older may possess, process, transport,
purchase or give away to persons 21 years of age or older not more
than 28.5 grams of marijuana in the noancentrated form and not
more than 8 grams of marijuana incancentrated form.

Localgovernmentannotbanwithin a private residence by a person
21 years and older for personal utde indoorcultivation of up to six
nonmedical marijuana plants per private residence.

Not more than six living plants may be planted, cultivated, harvested,
dried, or processed within single private reS|dence or upon the
grounds of that private residence, at one time.
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1 OUNCE = 28.3 GRAMS

A Visual Guide to Cannabis Quantities

Allowable Recreational Use:

28.5 grams of marijuana in non
concentrated form.

8 grams concentrated

Medical:

UnderProp. 215, patients are
entitled to whatever amount of
marijuana is necessary for their
personal medical use. However,
patients can be arrested if they
exceed reasonable amounts and
they can be cited or fined for
exceeding local laws.
